 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1The octagon,  the Star and the Octar Kites are all based on a three BRIDLE LINE system. The LEAD BRIDLE LINES or {UPPER BRIDLE LINES} are set at an equal length. These lines can be adjusted to meet wind conditions. If the kite swerves out of control make the UPPER BRIDLE LINES longer using 1/2" increments until the kite is in stable flight. If the kite has trouble climbing make the UPPER BRIDLE LINES shorter using 1/2" increments until the kite is in stable flight.

Another way to trim the kite is to untie the BRIDLE LOOP and while keeping the two BRIDLE LINES together hold the kite into the wind. By holding the kite in different positions on the BRIDLE LINES you can determine when the kite will be most stable and retie the BRIDLE LOOP in this position.

All Fearless Flyer Kites should be easy to launch, if you have to work to get it up, it’s no longer a leisurely activity.
